God’s promise to David

7 When the king was settled in his palace, and the LORD had given him rest from
all his surrounding enemies, % the king said to the prophet Nathan, “Look! I'm
living in a cedar palace, but God’s chest is housed in a tent!”

3 Nathan said to the king, “Go ahead and do whatever you are thinking, because the
LORD is with you.”



4 But that very night the LORD’s word came to Nathan: 3 Go to my servant David
and tell him: This 1s what the LORD says: You are not the one to build the temple
for me to live in. ¢In fact, I haven’t lived in a temple from the day I brought Israel
out of Egypt until now. Instead, I have been traveling around in a tent and in a
dwelling. 7 Throughout my traveling around with the Israelites, did I ever ask any
of Israel’s tribal leaders I appointed to shepherd my people: Why haven’t you built
me a cedar temple?

8 So then, say this to my servant David: This is what the LORD of heavenly forces
says: I took you from the pasture, from following the flock, to be leader over my
people Israel. ° I’ve been with you wherever you’ve gone, and I’ve eliminated all
your enemies before you. Now I will make your name great—Ilike the name of the
greatest people on earth. 1°I’m going to provide a place for my people Israel, and
plant them so that they may live there and no longer be disturbed. Cruel people
will no longer trouble them, as they had been earlier, ! when I appointed leaders
over my people Israel. And I will give you rest from all your enemies.

And the LORD declares to you that the LORD will make a dynasty for you. 2 When
the time comes for you to die and you lie down with your ancestors, I will raise up
your descendant—one of your very own children—to succeed you, and I will
establish his kingdom. '3 He will build a temple for my name, and I will establish
his royal throne forever. 1 will be a father to him, and he will be a son to me.
Whenever he does wrong, I will discipline him with a human rod, with blows from
human beings.

Scripture Reading #2 ..........ccooooiiiiiiiiieeeeceeeee et Erica
(Ephesians 2:11-22, Common English Bible)

The reconciliation of God’s people

11'So remember that once you were Gentiles by physical descent, who were called
“uncircumcised” by Jews who are physically circumcised. !> At that time you were
without Christ. You were aliens rather than citizens of Israel, and strangers to the
covenants of God’s promise. In this world you had no hope and no God. '* But
now, thanks to Christ Jesus, you who once were so far away have been brought
near by the blood of Christ.

14 Christ is our peace. He made both Jews and Gentiles into one group. With his
body, he broke down the barrier of hatred that divided us. > He canceled the
detailed rules of the Law so that he could create one new person out of the two
groups, making peace. ® He reconciled them both as one body to God by the cross,
which ended the hostility to God.

17When he came, he announced the good news of peace to you who were far away
from God and to those who were near. ' We both have access to the Father
through Christ by the one Spirit. ' So now you are no longer strangers and aliens.
Rather, you are fellow citizens with God’s people, and you belong to God’s



household. 2 As God’s household, you are built on the foundation of the apostles
and prophets with Christ Jesus himself as the cornerstone. 2! The whole building is
joined together in him, and it grows up into a temple that is dedicated to the

Lord. 22 Christ is building you into a place where God lives through the Spirit.

Scripture Reading #3 ...t Sandy
(Mark 5:21-43, Common English Bible)

Jesus heals two people

21 Jesus crossed the lake again, and on the other side a large crowd gathered around
him on the shore. 22 Jairus, one of the synagogue leaders, came forward. When he
saw Jesus, he fell at his feet 2 and pleaded with him, “My daughter is about to die.
Please, come and place your hands on her so that she can be healed and live.” 2 So
Jesus went with him.

A swarm of people were following Jesus, crowding in on him. ¥ A woman was
there who had been bleeding for twelve years. 26 She had suffered a lot under the
care of many doctors, and had spent everything she had without getting any better.
In fact, she had gotten worse. 2’ Because she had heard about Jesus, she came up
behind him in the crowd and touched his clothes. ¥ She was thinking, If I can just
touch his clothes, I’ll be healed. ?° Her bleeding stopped immediately, and she
sensed in her body that her illness had been healed.

30 At that very moment, Jesus recognized that power had gone out from him. He
turned around in the crowd and said, “Who touched my clothes?”

31 His disciples said to him, “Don’t you see the crowd pressing against you? Yet
you ask, “Who touched me?”” 3 But Jesus looked around carefully to see who had
done it.

33 The woman, full of fear and trembling, came forward. Knowing what had
happened to her, she fell down in front of Jesus and told him the whole truth. 3 He
responded, “Daughter, your faith has healed you; go in peace, healed from your
disease.”

35 While Jesus was still speaking with her, messengers came from the synagogue
leader’s house, saying to Jairus, “Your daughter has died. Why bother the teacher
any longer?”

36 But Jesus overheard their report and said to the synagogue leader, “Don’t be
afraid; just keep trusting.” 3" He didn’t allow anyone to follow him except Peter,
James, and John, James’ brother. 3 They came to the synagogue leader’s house,
and he saw a commotion, with people crying and wailing loudly. 3 He went in and
said to them, “What’s all this commotion and crying about? The child isn’t dead.
She’s only sleeping.” ’ They laughed at him, but he threw them all out. Then,
taking the child’s parents and his disciples with him, he went to the room where
the child was. ! Taking her hand, he said to her, “Talitha koum,” which means,



“Young woman, get up.” 4* Suddenly the young woman got up and began to walk
around. She was 12 years old. They were shocked! ** He gave them strict orders
that no one should know what had happened. Then he told them to give her
something to eat.
